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Little Ocmulgee State Park & Lodge
Overview

Renowned for its Wallace Adams championship golf course and a wide array of outdoor activities, the
recently renovated Little Ocmulgee State Park & Lodge is located in charming Helena, Ga. The park’s
history dates back to the 1930s, when it was first constructed by members of the Civilian Conservation
Corps around the natural diversion of the Little Ocmulgee River, which created a lake.

Little Ocmulgee State Park & Lodge features a variety of accommodations that capture the rustic southern
character of the Georgia countryside including 60 lodge rooms, 10 cabins, 54 campsites and a pioneer
camp. Extensive renovations to thirty lodge rooms were completed in early 2019, with full completion
scheduled for winter 2020. Additionally, the property offers a pool, swimming beach, children’s splash
pad, hiking trails and tennis.

The property also is a great destination for corporate retreats and group gatherings, providing guests with
modern and fully equipped conference facilities.

The back nine continues to present challenges with smaller, sloped
greens and doglegs on the fairways. Golfers looking to escape the city may enjoy this challenging course,
while resting easy at the park’s wide variety of accommodations.
